Effective Tax Rate (ETR) Information

In 2023, the Government of Saskatchewan (Ministry of Government Relations) imposed an Effective
Tax Rate (ETR) on all Saskatchewan Municipalities.

What is an ETR?

An ETR is the total municipal property tax levy for a given property class divided by the taxable assess-
ment for that property class after all tax tools, such as mill rate factors (MRFs), base tax, and minimum
tax, are considered. Special tax levies and potash tax levies are excluded from the calculation of ETRs.
The new limit will set the ratio between the highest ETR and the lowest ETR of any property class to be
no more than 7:1.

How can the ETR and ETR limit be determined for a municipality?

The ETR is the total tax levy for a property class divided by its taxable assessment.

Agriculture 99,550,085 $316,072 0.3%
Residential 186,222,564 $1,134,757 0.6%

The highest to lowest ETR in 2022 is: 3.1/0.3 = 10.3. Therefore, the ETR ratio is 10.3:1

As per Government regulation, Council of the RM of Beaver River adjusted tax rates for 2023 to comply
with the new 7:1 ratio.

To calculate municipal tax, the following formula is used:

Taxable Assessment x Mill rate (7.95) x MRF / 1,000 + Base Tax of $500 (if applicable) = Municipal Property Tax

4 pump shuts off, do you wonder how the pump knows to do that?
When you fill your tank with gas, you are replacing the air that is in the
tank. The more gas goes in, the more air must come out. It comes out through a small pipe located just
inside the gas nozzle. Pressure has built up in the tank and that pressure releases as the air escapes.
When you start to pump gas, the pipe, which has been blocked releases the air quickly. This expelled
air brings with it a pressure that is strong enough to hold the valve in the open position. Once the tank
is full of gas and not air the pressure evens out. A small suctioning force, known as the Venturi effect,

switches the valve to the off position.
